Balance Test

It is important to bear in
mind that any disclosure
under the FOI Act is a
disclosure to the public at
large and not just to the
applicant. It is recognised
that there is a general public
interest in the Trust being
open and transparent.
However, it is not believed
that this public interest is
served in disclosure for
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damage that would be
caused as outlined above.

Therefore, — the Trust
considers that releasing this
information would not be in
the public interest, as the
public interest does not
outweigh the prejudice as
set out above. Further
