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Can cystitis be prevented?
Things that may help prevent you from
getting cystitis include:

 Drinking lots of water.

« Urinating as soon as you feel the
need.

* Making sure you empty your bladder
completely each time you urinate.

« Making sure you always wipe yourself
from front to back after urinating (for
females).

* Wearing cotton underpants (not
nylon).

+ Showering at least daily.
